


...Recreation Opportunities

Boulder Lake Management Area is quickly becoming known

throughout the region for outdoor recreation. A host of

recreation opportunities continue to bring new and regular

visitors to this beautiful area.

How to get there

The Boulder Lake Management Area is about 18 miles
north of Duluth.

Take Rice Lake Road (Hwy. 4) north from Duluth
about 18 miles.

Just past the Island Lake Inn, turn lefton Boulder
Dam Road.

Follow for 2.5 miles—look for the Boulder Lake
Environmental Learning Center sign just as the
pavement ends and follow the gravel road to the
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FISHING AND BOATING

Boulder Lake Reservoir includes walleye, northern
pike, yellow perch, sunfish and crappie. Good places
for shore fishing are next to the dam, near the public
boat launch off the Boulder Dam Road. During
business hours, Boulder Lake Environmental Learning
Center allows public fishing off its handicapped
accessible fishing dock.

Public boat launch access is located at the dam.
The reservoir is more desirable for smaller motored
or motorless boats than neighboring Island Lake and
Fish Lake reservoirs.
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HIKING SNOWMOBILING PRIMITIVE CAMPING

Woodland trails for hiking and cross-country skiing are
accessible from the Bear Paw/Blue Ox and Rolling Pin
trailheads and the Boulder Lake Reservoir dam.

CROSS-COUNTRY SKIING

Twenty-three kilometers of trails are groomed for
traditional and skate style cross-country skiing in the
southern portion of the Boulder Lake Management
Area. Wolfski Ski Den is open on a daily basis during
the ski season. Trail and snow conditions are available
on the Skiers Hotline at (218) 721-4903.

A snowmobiling corridor is maintained off Boulder

Dam Road, providing a link to Island Lake Reservoir.

SNOWSHOEING

Visitors looking to snowshoe are welcome to use any
of the trails in the North Trail System or the Buzz
Ryan Road. On the trails groomed for traditional
skiing just stay off the sets in the middle of the trail.

WILDLIFE VIEWING

Mammal tracking, bird watching, botanizing, and other
plant and wildlife viewing opportunities can be found
anywhere within the Boulder Lake Management Area.

Primitive & Group campsites are available on a first-
come, first serve basis-no permitor fee is required.
Please leave sites cleaner than you find them.
